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In the heart of Bessemer, Alabama, a city known as much for its grit 
as its generosity, a young boy once sat on his front porch, dreaming 
of a life bigger than the streets he saw before him. That boy was DeM-
eco Ryans. Today, his name echoes through football stadiums, locker 
rooms, and leadership circles across the country. But long before NFL 
glory and coaching acclaim, his story 
began with something far more 
powerful than fame: faith, family, 
and an unwavering desire to make 
his mother proud.

A Mother’s Strength and 
a Son’s Determination
DeMeco was raised in a single-
parent home by his mother, Martha 
Ryans, a woman whose strength 
became the blueprint for his own. 
As one of four children, he watched 
his mother juggle multiple jobs, in-
cluding grueling hours at a plastics 
plant molding automobile parts, just 
to keep the family afloat. Her hands 
bore the scars of hard work, her 
spirit the weight of sacrifice. Even 
after suffering a serious injury that nearly cost her a finger, Martha 
never slowed down. Her resilience became a silent sermon, one that 
shaped her young son’s outlook on life. “Seeing my mom work like 

that,” DeMeco would later share, “made me realize that I had no ex-
cuse not to give my best every single day.” Every sprint on the field, 
every late-night study session, every challenge he fought through was 
rooted in his desire to honor her sacrifices. Her example cultivated in 
him a work ethic defined not just by effort, but by purpose.

The Reluctant Player Who 
Found His Purpose
Ironically, the boy who would become 
one of football’s most respected defen-
sive minds was once afraid to play the 
game at all. But once DeMeco finally 
stepped onto the field at Jess Lanier 
High School, the fear faded — replaced 
by passion, discipline, and a quiet fire 
that coaches quickly noticed. By his se-
nior year, he had transformed into one 
of Alabama’s most dominant defensive 
forces, recording 135 tackles, 11 sacks, 
two forced fumbles, and two intercep-
tions. His performance wasn’t just im-
pressive; it was the kind of season that 
turns heads across the country. Yet what 
truly set DeMeco apart wasn’t just raw 

talent. It was humility. Focus. Integrity. The same traits he had learned 
at home. Those qualities earned him a scholarship to the University 
of Alabama, where his impact would be felt far beyond the stat sheet.
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Crimson Tide to the NFL
At Alabama, DeMeco Ryans became a model of what a student-
athlete could be. Coaches marveled at his advanced film study hab-
its. Teammates respected his consistent leadership. Fans loved the 
relentless spirit he brought to every snap. His standout performance 
eventually earned him SEC 
Defensive Player of the Year 
honors, a recognition that pro-
pelled him into the 2006 NFL 
Draft. Selected by the Houston 
Texans in the second round, 
he wasted no time proving 
he belonged on the biggest 
stage. He captured the NFL 
Defensive Rookie of the Year 
award and quickly emerged as 
a team captain. His leadership 
extended beyond the field, and 
he became a culture-setter, the 
kind of player others listened 
to, learned from, and followed. After impactful years with both the 
Texans and the Philadelphia Eagles, DeMeco transitioned into coach-
ing, bringing his leadership full circle and sparking a new chapter in 
his football journey.

The Coach, the Husband, the Father
Today, DeMeco Ryans stands as the Head Coach of the Houston 
Texans, guiding a new generation of players with the same values 
that shaped him. Yet his greatest titles have nothing to do with 
football. He is a devoted husband to his wife, Jamila, and a loving 

father to their four children: 
MJ, Xia, Micah, and Zuri. 
Faith and family anchor his 
life. “My relationship with 
God keeps me grounded,” 
he often says. “No matter 
what success comes, I know 
who I am and where I came 
from.” That grounding gives 
him balance, clarity, and the 
strength to face the immense 
pressures of NFL leadership

Overcoming Doubt 
and Defining Success

Behind every accolade lies a story of uncertainty. DeMeco faced doubts, 
moments of questioning, setbacks, injuries, and transitions. But each 
challenge became a catalyst for growth. Guided by faith and supported 
by family, he learned to see adversity not as a barrier but as preparation.
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His message to young athletes mirrors his own journey:
	 “You’re going to have doubts, but don’t let them stop you. The 
key is to stay consistent, stay humble, and keep your faith strong.”

From Bessemer to the NFL, DeMeco carries lessons 
worth sharing:

lights come on.”

•	 Keep God First.
	 “When faith leads, everything else falls into place.”

Proudly From Bessemer
No matter how high he rises, DeMeco Ryans never for-
gets where he started. Bessemer shaped his toughness, his 
humility, and his heart. “Everything I am started there,” he 
says. “It’s home, and I carry that with me everywhere I go.”

A Legacy Beyond the Game
DeMeco Ryans’ story is about far more than football. It is 
a testament to resilience, faith, and the power of humility. 
From a timid boy afraid to play the game to a respected 
NFL coach and leader of men, his journey proves that no 
dream is too distant when built on hard work, gratitude, 
and unwavering purpose. His legacy is not merely in wins 
or titles — it’s in the lives he inspires, the values he up-
holds, and the example he sets for future generations

And it all began on a porch in Bessemer.  •

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One of the most vital components of the steelmaking industry is the 
foundry — a place where discarded scraps of metal are melted down 
and shaped into something new, strong, and useful. That same trans-
formative process captures the essence of The Foundry Ministries, a 
Christ-centered, substance-abuse recovery organization headquar-
tered in Bessemer, Alabama.

“A foundry is where all the discards are reshaped into something 
useful again,” explains CEO Micah Andrews. “That’s the reason The 
Foundry Ministries exists—to help rebuild the lives of the addict. 
When the men and women we serve walk out our doors, they are 
not the same people who came in. They no longer feel like throw-
aways. They think differently, believe differently, act differently, and 
live differently than before.”
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That kind of transformation happens every day at The Foundry, where 
more than 500 men and women each year find freedom from addic-
tion, restoration of purpose, and renewed hope for their future.

A Legacy of Compassion
The Foundry’s story began in  1971, when  Bob Bell  and  Sam Reyn-
olds established the Bessemer Rescue Mission to meet the basic needs 
of the city’s homeless population. What started as a 5,000-square-foot 
facility offering food, clothing, and shelter soon grew into a ministry of 
compassion that reached hundreds each year. In 1992, a women’s shel-
ter was added, expanding the mission’s reach and deepening its impact.

After nearly 25 years of faithfully serving the homeless, the organiza-
tion recognized a deeper need—many who came seeking food and 
shelter were also battling addiction. In  1996, under new leadership 
from Bill Heintz, the name changed to City of Hope, and the ministry 
began incorporating addiction recovery and re-entry programs for in-
dividuals leaving incarceration.

In 2004, reflecting the refining, redemptive process of transformation 
at its core, the ministry adopted its current name: The Foundry Min-
istries. In 2016, Micah Andrews stepped into leadership, continuing a 
legacy of faith, compassion, and innovation in recovery.

Focused on Freedom
In  2020, The Foundry refocused its mission to specialize in  Christ-
centered, residential substance-abuse recovery. The decision came 

at a time when the need was greater than ever. Across the United 
States, someone dies every six minutes from a drug overdose. In Ala-
bama alone, more than 1,400 people  lost their lives to overdose last 
year — the equivalent of a fully loaded 737 jet crashing every month.

The Foundry exists to stand in that gap, offering a place of safety, heal-
ing, and lasting change. With facilities including The Foundry Farm 

in Cullman and the Changed Lives Christian Center near downtown 
Birmingham, the ministry can accommodate up to  240 men and 
women at various stages of recovery.

“The people who come to The Foundry have often tried everything 
else,” Andrews says. “We’re like a spiritual trauma center—a last stop 
for many who are broken, hopeless, and ready for real change.”
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The Foundry Way
The Foundry’s nationally recognized model for recovery, known as The 
Foundry Way, is built on five core components:

•	 Classroom Learning – Providing biblical teaching and life skills 
training that renew the mind and reshape perspective.

•	 Counseling  – Addressing trauma, addiction, and emotional 
health through licensed and pastoral counseling.

•	 Case Management – Offering individualized support to navigate 
barriers and set a plan for sustainable recovery.

•	 Employment Readiness & Workforce Development  – 
Equipping participants with practical job skills and work experi-
ence to prepare them for meaningful employment.

•	 Aftercare  – Continuing support and community connection to 
ensure lasting transformation beyond graduation.

“Our approach is open-armed and deeply personal,” Andrews says. “It’s 
not just about sobriety—it’s about total life transformation.”

Sustained by Generosity
A unique aspect of The Foundry’s ministry is its self-sustaining model. 
Nearly  60 percent  of its operating revenue comes from its two  thrift 
stores located in Pelham and Cullman. These stores serve a dual pur-
pose: they provide affordable goods to the community while generat-
ing vital funds to support recovery services.

“This model allows us to remove financial barriers for the people who 
need help the most,” Andrews explains. “No one should be denied 
hope because they can’t afford it.”

The remaining resources come from a faithful network of  individual 
donors, churches, foundations, and businesses who believe in the mis-
sion and invest in the work of restoration.

A Hope That Multiplies
Since its founding, The Foundry has served more than  42,000 indi-
viduals from nearly every county in Alabama—and countless families 
have also found healing as a result.

“Addiction doesn’t just affect one person—it impacts entire families,” 
Andrews says. “Our work is about restoring families, restoring dignity, 
and restoring hope. We believe every family deserves a future filled 
with hope.”

Just as a foundry takes what was once broken and gives it new strength 
and purpose, The Foundry Ministries continues to reshape lives 
through the power of Christ—proving, again and again, that nothing 
is beyond redemption.  •
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About ten years ago, Ike made a choice that changed the course of his life. “We 
ran into somebody’s house and took their stuff,” he recalls. “We caught a home 
invasion, and that’s what landed me in prison for five years.”

When he got out, the cycle didn’t stop. Small drug charges and bad influences 
kept pulling him back in. “They say you’re hanging around the wrong crowd,” Ike 
says, “but at what point do you become the wrong crowd?” 

Addiction drove that downward spiral.  “I couldn’t stop. I couldn’t go home. 
They were tired of me.” Ike drifted from house to house, bouncing between 
couches, hotels, and even nights at the casino. Eventually, he had nowhere 
left to go.

“One day I was just walking,” he remembers. “It was raining, no shoes, shirt beat 
up, pants beat down, hungry. So hungry I opened a barbecue sauce packet just 
to eat.” That moment of desperation led him to his mother’s old church. Ike fell 
to his knees, and prayed for the first time in a long time.

“I went to the neighborhood my auntie lived in. I thought she’d be mad,” he says, 
“but she was so excited. They started calling the whole family over.” Their 
response planted a new thought in Ike’s mind: maybe God had been protecting 
him even when he didn’t see it. 

You’ve got to be sick and tired of being sick and tired. Ike had reached that 
point. He told his family to bring him to The Foundry. 

Ike had a new motivation too, his daughter. “I was a deadbeat. Didn’t see her for 
years. Then one day I looked up, and she was eight years old. She calls me 
almost every day now, especially when she wants something,” he says with a 
smile.

Since arriving at The Foundry, Ike’s transformation has been remarkable. Today, 
Ike stands in a new life. “I’m not that same person I used to be,” he says. “God 
had a different plan for me.”

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Dr. Mittie Cannon: Powering Up the Next  
Generation of Women in Construction
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Inspiration Behind the Movement
Dr. Mittie Cannon’s journey into the world of construction began not 
on a job site, but in a laboratory. Early in her career, she managed a 
drug testing lab for a major construction project and couldn’t help 
but notice a glaring disparity — the absence of women in the skilled 
trades. This observation sparked a question that would ultimately de-
fine her life’s work: Where are the women in construction?

Determined to understand and change the landscape, Dr. Cannon 
began learning the trades firsthand. She became an electrical helper, 
working side-by-side with her husband, an electrical engineer. As she 
gained experience, she encountered the barriers women faced in en-
tering and advancing within the construction industry. Rather than 
being discouraged, she transformed those challenges into motiva-
tion by dedicating her career to building opportunities for women and 
other underrepresented groups to find their place in the skilled trades.

Over the years, Dr. Cannon rose to become a nationally recognized 
leader in workforce development and a passionate advocate for gen-

der equity in construction. But even as she trained and mentored 
countless professionals, she saw a continuing need — to reach young 
women early, before stereotypes or self-doubt could steer them away 
from the trades.

That need became the seed for Power UP, Inc., and its signature event, 
Power UP: It’s A Mother-Daughter Thing!

The Birth of Power UP, Inc.
In 2015, during a period of personal recovery following a severe 
accident, Dr. Cannon found renewed clarity of purpose. Reflect-
ing on her decades in construction and education, she envisioned a 
program that would introduce young women, and their mothers, to 
careers in construction in an environment that was fun, hands-on, 
and empowering.

That vision became reality in March 2016 with the first Power UP: 
It’s A Mother-Daughter Thing! event in Birmingham, Alabama. The 
inaugural event drew overwhelming participation from students, 
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parents, industry partners, and educators,  confirming the demand 
for a platform that connects families with real opportunities in the 
skilled trades.

What began as a one-day event has since evolved into a movement 
that has reached thousands of young women, families, and educators 
across the region.

Mission and Vision
The mission of  Power UP, Inc. is to educate, engage, and empower 
young women to explore and pursue rewarding careers in the con-
struction and skilled trades industries.

Its vision is to build a future where women are fully represented and 
valued in all aspects of construction,  from the job site to the board-
room. Power UP creates pathways that inspire confidence, develop 
skills, and connect participants to tangible career opportunities.

Through hands-on workshops, mentorship programs, and exposure 
to industry role models, Power UP challenges stereotypes and builds 
awareness about the economic and personal rewards of working in 
the trades.

Power UP: It’s A Mother-Daughter Thing! – 
An Annual Celebration of Opportunity
Each March, Power UP hosts its hallmark event, Power UP: It’s A 
Mother-Daughter Thing!, a unique gathering designed to spark cu-
riosity and open doors for future tradeswomen. Held in partnership 
with schools, contractors, industry sponsors, and workforce agencies, 
the event brings together hundreds of mothers and daughters for an 
evening of discovery, learning, and inspiration.

The event includes:
•	 Hands-on demonstrations led by female professionals and in-

structors in carpentry, electrical, welding, and other skilled trades.

•	 Panel discussions and career talks featuring women in lead-
ership positions across construction and engineering.

•	 Interactive exhibits and vendor showcases  highlighting 
tools, technologies, and training opportunities.

•	 Networking and mentorship opportunities that connect attend-
ees directly with industry professionals and educational institutions.

Beyond the excitement and hands-on activities, the event fosters 
meaningful conversations between mothers and daughters about 
career possibilities, financial independence, and the importance of 
women supporting one another in male-dominated industries.
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Impact and Legacy
Since its inception, Power UP: It’s A Mother-Daughter Thing! has grown into 
a cornerstone event in workforce development outreach. It has inspired count-
less young women to consider careers in construction and motivated industry 
leaders to reexamine how they recruit, train, and retain female talent.

Through Power UP, Dr. Cannon continues to bridge the gap between educa-
tion and opportunity, ensuring that the next generation of women knows that 
construction is not just a man’s world — it’s a world full of possibilities.

As Dr. Cannon often says, “When we empower women, we empower families, 
communities, and the entire workforce. Power UP is not just about building 
careers — it’s about building lives.”

She also holds a historic distinction of her own: Dr. Cannon became 
the first African American woman to serve as the Master Trainer for

leading training using the NCCER curriculum. Her influence in this 
position has helped ensure that individuals entering the field are 
taught with the highest quality standards and instructional excellence.

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Lawson State Community College is committed to meeting students 
where they are and helping them get where they want to go. 

Adult learners juggling jobs, families, and other responsibilities have 
flexible options to further their education. 

Lawson’s Weekend College is open on Fridays, Saturdays, and Sun-
days to all students, but it is especially designed for non-traditional 

learners who work during the week and need alternative program op-
tions. It’s an excellent way to earn an associate degree on the weekend 
and transfer to a four-year college for further study. 

“As a community college, we serve everyone from high school stu-
dents to those who are learning later in life,” said Dorian WaLuyn, ex-
ecutive director of strategic initiatives for the college. “A lot of our stu-
dents want to get work done on the weekends. We are here for them.” 
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Weekend College is also where adult learners can complete prereq-
uisite courses for health professions programs such as Nursing, Ra-
diologic Technology, or Diagnostic Medical Sonography (DMS). 
Students who take a full load of courses through Weekend College 
may be eligible for financial aid; FAFSA registration is required.

Lawson State is also home to an exceptionally supportive Adult 
Education program, which may be the first step for someone who 

did not complete their high school diploma. That  doesn’t  mean 
there aren’t options. 

“We offer GED/High School Diploma Option classes both day and 
night on the Bessemer Campus, as well as daytime classes on the Bir-
mingham Campus,” said Charlette White, director of Adult Educa-
tion at Lawson State. “We also have an evening ESL class available on 
the Bessemer Campus.” 

In addition, adults who already have their GED or high school diplo-
ma can pursue a Nursing Assistant short course that leads to mean-
ingful work. Those classes are held in the evenings, Ms. White added.

More about Health Professions at Lawson State 
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Nestled just southwest of Birmingham, the city of Bessemer, Alabama, may 
not be the first place that comes to mind when people think of iconic South-
ern food; but its culinary traditions tell a deeper story, fusing the region’s 
Black Southern comfort cooking with immigrant flavors, working-class grit, 
and a century of local continuity.

Bessemer’s roots stretch back to the early 20th century, when its steel mills 
drew a diverse population, including African American workers and Euro-
pean immigrants. This demographic mix played a foundational role in shap-
ing its food culture. According to a local heritage map published by Creative 
Birmingham, Greek immigrants who settled in the industrial era established 
restaurants that mixed their culinary heritage with Southern staples. 

One place embodies this blend more than any other: The Bright Star, 
founded in 1907. It is not only Bessemer’s dining landmark, but also one of 
Alabama’s most beloved restaurants. 

Walking into The Bright Star feels like stepping into history. Once a 25-
seat café, it’s now a sprawling institution with multiple dining rooms and 
decades of stories behind its wood-paneled walls. Murals painted long ago 
line its walls, and longtime staff members serve familiar faces with the ease 
of a homecoming. 

What makes The Bright Star truly special is its menu—a graceful fusion 
of Greek and Southern traditions. Oregano, lemon, and garlic, hallmarks

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of Greek cooking, find their way into the dishes, yet the soul of the 
South pulses through in classics like gumbo, fried catfish, and meat-
and-three sides. 

One of the most talked-about dishes is the fried snapper throats, a 
humble cut turned iconic. These came about in the 1930s, when 
leftover fish parts were repurposed into a crunchy, flavorful delicacy 
Their seafood gumbo is rich and deeply savory, while the steaks, 
particularly the New York Strip, are expertly grilled and treated with 
Mediterranean flair. 

While The Bright Star is perhaps the most well-known, it’s not the 
only place in Bessemer where Southern cuisine thrives. According to 
the Bessemer Chamber of Commerce, the city boasts several down-
home cafés serving up fried chicken, grits, turnip greens, and other 
Southern staples. 

This blend exemplifies how Southern cuisine itself is a product of many 
influences: European, African, Native American. In Bessemer, those in-
fluences coalesced into something distinct; a menu that honors South-
ern comfort food but isn’t afraid to lean into Mediterranean flair.

Moreover, several of Bessemer’s restaurants serve as living archives. 
They preserve not just recipes, but stories: of families, of migration, of 
generations who have gathered under the same roof for over a century.

For visitors, a meal in Bessemer offers a tasting tour of regional his-
tory. Each plate, whether it’s the gumbo, lamb chops, snapper, or a 
slice of pie, tells a story of community, continuity, and creativity.
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Bessemer, Alabama has plenty of great spots to satisfy any craving, and 
some local favorites really stand out. 

Bob Sykes Bar-B-Q is a community staple, known for its classic 
Southern barbecue and signature sauce that keeps people coming 
back for more. Bob Sykes was founded in 1957 by Bob and Maxine 
Sykes. Originally, they ran an ice cream and hamburger stand, and 
Bob built his first barbecue pit around that same time. It’s a family-run 
restaurant: now run by Van Sykes.

BBQ is cooked “from the pit to the plate”, and they smoke pork shoul-
ders over natural hickory coals. The pit is an open brick pit in the din-
ing room, so diners can see the smoke and fire. Voted #1 BBQ sauce 
in Alabama, their BBQ pork sandwich was named as one of the “100 
Dishes to Eat in Alabama Before You Die”. 

Bob Sykes was inducted into the Alabama Barbecue Hall of Fame in 
2015. They host the Bob Sykes BBQ & Blues Festival, which brings 
together BBQ, music, and charity. The Sykes family published a book 
titled, “From the Pit to the Plate”, telling the story of the restaurant and 
their BBQ tradition. 

It’s not just a BBQ restaurant; it’s a family legacy, and the way they 
cook (pit, wood smoke, open fire) gives the food a genuine, tradi-
tional feel.

Bre’s Gourmet Restaurant & Catering (often just called “Bre’s”) 
is a beloved, family-owned soul food and Southern-style eatery just 
off Bessemer Super Highway in Brighton (near Bessemer), Alabama. 
Known for its cafeteria-style “meat-and-three” setup, it offers a rotat-
ing steamtable of vegetables like candied yams, collard greens, fried 

okra, and macaroni and cheese. The entrees range from baked chicken 
and oxtails to seafood dishes such as salmon croquettes and Carib-
bean-style pork. Bre’s Gourmet Restaurant and Catering is open 
for lunch most weekdays and Sundays. Bre’s combines warm hospital-
ity with well-seasoned, home-style dishes, making it a go-to for both 
quick takeout and more relaxed dining.

Bistro on 19 is a cozy, contemporary dining spot located off 19th 
Street in Downtown Bessemer that brings a fresh twist to modern 
cuisine. They are known for their warm atmosphere and thoughtfully 
curated menu, which includes their famous lamb chops, ribeye, and a 
full soul food selection. 

On any given night the Bistro blends classic culinary techniques with 
creative, globally inspired flavors. Guests can savor beautifully plated 
dishes made with seasonal ingredients, all while enjoying the relaxed 
yet refined ambiance that sets the restaurant apart. Whether stop-
ping by for a casual lunch or an intimate dinner, Bistro on 19 offers a 
memorable culinary experience that delights both the palate and the 
senses. Each week, guests line up for their Sunday Soul food brunch.

Bistro proudly offers full catering services to meet the need for spe-
cial events like birthdays, anniversaries, meetings, workshops and 
much more. 

Bre’s adds to the city’s charm with delicious comfort food, while Yoki 
Buffet gives diners a wide variety of Asian-inspired options to enjoy. 
And when it comes to bold flavor, Wings R King truly lives up to its 
name with wings that are packed with taste. These are just a few res-
taurants that highlight the diverse and delicious food scene that Bes-
semer residents love. •

Community Impact & Partnerships
Over the past year, the Bessemer Parks and Recreation Department has achieved major 
milestones through strategic partnerships. Collaborations with the Bessemer City Board of 
Education have allowed youth football home games to be hosted locally, creating memorable 
experiences for young athletes. The department has also partnered with DJ Mystro to offer 
the popular ‘Get Fit While You Sit’ senior fitness initiative, as well as with UAB’s C.A.R.E.S. 
(Cancer Awareness Research, Engagement & Support) and L.E.A.P. (Leading Healthy Eat-
ing Activity Promotion) grant programs to advance health and wellness outreach. A particu-
larly meaningful achievement has been the creation of three After-School Recreation Centers 
located at J.S. Abrams Elementary, Charles F. Hard Elementary, and Jonesboro Elementary.
